
Alpine ski racers from around the state gathered at Buck Hill ski area in Burnsville on Saturday, Dec. 23 for the Chuck Stone Memorial ski race. The event, one of several that will take place this season around the region, consisted of two slalom races for both men and women. The times from both races were added together to determine the winners.
With snow falling and the wind blowing the race conditions were less than ideal. For the men, Jacob Lund finished in first with a total time of 53.56, Michael Ankeny finished second (53.94), and Patrick Conway rounded out the top three (54.52). The rest of the top ten: Robbie Massie (54.76), Joey Nelson (54.94), Marc Massie (55.62), Peter Ankeny (55.69), Reed Kildow (56.33), Max Lund (56.60), and Jake Braun (56.63).

On the women’s side Clare Abbe won with a total time of 53.31, ahead of Maisie Ide (57.29), and Perrie Finsand (57.73). The rest of the top ten finished as follows: Tenley Anne Fontaine (58.51), Kristen McNeil (58.66), Nicole Larson (58.67), Paula Moltzan (58.89), Madeline Wiltgen (58.99), Ashley Lindau (59.32), and Laura Post (59.44).
42 women and 78 men competed. All of them are members of Region 1, which is comprised of all of Minnesota, North and South Dakota and Iowa west of route 63. Region 1 alpine athletes begin at the age class level - some as young as six years old. 
Racers then advance to the ability class and race in regional and divisional level races. Qualified ability class racers advance to our MidAmerica Series in Central with selections from there to J1/J2 Junior Olympics, NorAms, the U.S. Alpine Championships, the World Cup and ultimately the Olympics!
