APPEAL PROCESS   

Central Division coaches, officials and competitors have access to the Appeals process for complaints and/or disputes concerning alleged misconduct or violations of FIS, USSA or Central Division competition rules.  Appeals must be written, with all details, and submitted with the appropriate fees, within the specified time frame, through the USSA Central Division Office.  Appeals are heard initially by the appropriate Appeals Board.  All parties affected will be notified of the date and time of the hearing.  Refer to the ‘Appeals Process’ in the National section of the USSA Alpine Competition Guide for further information. 

 REGION ONE APPEALS PROCESS AND COMMITTEE  

This process applies only to Region One races.  Appeals against the decisions of the Jury or the official results are to be submitted in writing by the athlete within 48 hours of the posting of the official results.  Appeals are to be submitted to the Region One secretary along with a fee of $50.00.  All available evidence should be included with the submission.  If the Appeals committee rules in favor of the athlete the fee will be returned.  The Appeals Committee will rule on all appeals within 72 hours of their receipt.

The Committee will consist of the Appeals Committee Chair and two alpine officials selected at random from the Region One pool of licensed Technical Delegates (TD).  To the maximum extent possible the TD’s shall not have any conflict of interest in the appeal.  For this race season, Scott Ransom, FIS TD, will serve as chair of this committee.
