PARENT PARTICIPATION AT REGION I RACES

Typically it takes 40 to 50 parents to run both courses.  To have the races run as smoothly and efficiently as possible for both parents and racers, you may be asked to work a course with workers from another club.  Please accept the race chairperson’s request gracefully.  The race chairperson is trying to conduct the best race possible and needs your support.
