NATIONAL POINT LIST INFORMATION

1.  All  racers who have completed USSA licensing for 2010-2011 appear on the seed list, whether they have USSA points or not.  Racers holding student or youth licenses will not receive national points.

2.  Competitors who have not completed licensing for 2010-2011 will not appear on the USSA seed lists until they have done so.  For the Fall USSA list, licensing must have been completed by October 15.  USSA seed points for competitors who have not completed USSA licensing for this year will be maintained in the data base, but will not appear on the seed lists until the next regularly published USSA list issued following completion of licensing.  These competitors are to be seeded in USSA races with maximum points (990.00) until they appear on the next list.  (USSA will calculate official penalties to include any of these racers who finish in the top ten, using their “hidden” points.)   

3.  Competitors who did not complete USSA licensing in 2009-2010 or as yet in 2010-2011 will have point records deleted from the USSA seed list data base.  It is the sole responsibility of such racers to provide details of previous USSA points should they later reinstate USSA licensing.  USSA is not responsible for researching previous point information for these competitors, nor is Region One.

4. Renewal/previous members must pay their dues to Park City by December 31 to be eligible for the Junior Olympics, Divisionals or J3/J4 Championships.  This is a Divisional rule.
